Vintage 2018

2018 - "The 2018 vintage was a real test of patience.

The first 6 months of the year were dominated by incessant rainfall and mild temperatures. The weather then
changed radically on the 15w of July, marking the start of a hot summer with periods of drought.

The harvest period stretched from late August to late October, with the grapes reaching excellent levels of maturity.
This exceptionally long and rain-free harvest period allowed us to fine-tune our picking operations. In the cellar the
juices proved to be very consistent, with a beautiful colour.

This was an unusual year with extreme conditions, but in the end, it turned out to be an excellent vintage."

Tasting comment:

A subtle, fresh nose where citrus aromas rub shoulders with gentle notes of apple and white flowers. Fruity and
well-balanced on the palate, with the minerality typical of Semillon grapes planted on limestone terroirs, building to
a well-rounded finish.

This is dense and flavorful with a deep and rich palate and just
the right amount of fresh acidity and bitter lemon to make it
complex and enticing.

JAMES SUCLKING. Note: 91-92/100

Aromatic with youthful pear fruit at first, and deep in creamy
citrus and green fruits.

Firm and compact with the richness in the mouth of the
Sémillon balanced by excellent freshness. Fine dry texture and
long finish.

JANCIS ROBINSON Note : 16/20

Beau nez de fleur d’acacia, salinité apéritive, beaucoup de
naturel, le type de sec que nous aimons et défendons pour
cette rare appellation.

BETTANE ET DESSEAUVE Note: 16/20

Bright yellow color with green hue. Aromatic nose
reminiscent of ripe tangerine, grapefruit, ripe peaches and
fresh apricots. On the palate well-structured with ripe fruit,
crisp acidity and good length.

MARKUS DEL MONEGO. Note: 90/100

Pale lemon yellow. Apples, minerals, fruity nose. Fresh acidity,
fruity, apples, some lemons and spices, elegant texture. Good
length, refreshing finish.

CHRISTER BYKLUM. Note : 87-89/100
